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Intersection Approach

1. Intersections present the greatest potential danger to emergency vehicles. When

    approaching and crossing an intersection with the right-of-way, the HFD driver

    shall not exceed the posted speed limit.

2. When approaching a negative right-of-way intersection (red light, stop sign or yield),

    the apparatus shall not exceed 15 mph and shall be prepared to stop. If there is any

    oncoming traffic or if the HFD driver does not have a clear view of all approaching

    streets, the vehicle shall come to a full stop. The apparatus may proceed only when

    the HFD driver can account for all oncoming traffic in all lanes that must yield the

    right-of-way. If there is any doubt, the apparatus shall come to a full stop and wait

    until the intersection can be crossed safely.

3. Never attempt to pass another vehicle on a hill or sharp incline, around a curve, at any

    street intersection or railroad crossing when view of oncoming traffic is obstructed.
