I am writing to ask you to sponsor H.R. 1194, the Fire Sprinkler Incentive Act. The legislation is immensely important and your support will be critical to its legislative success.  
Under current depreciation rules, there is a strong disincentive for building owners to invest in a sprinkler system given the 39-year depreciation schedule for commercial buildings and 27.5-year schedule for residential structures. This bill would reduce these depreciation rates to 5 years, creating an incentive for building owners to install sprinkler systems. The encouragement of property owners to sprinkler their buildings makes good sense from a public policy perspective. This is especially true when faced with the startling statistics concerning the costs associated with fire in America today, civilian and firefighter injury and death, and direct and indirect property damage. 
As a fire chief, I well understand that one of the most effective ways to minimize the loss of life and property is through automatic sprinklers. Sprinklered buildings have a reduced death rate per fire of at least 57 percent, and property damage in buildings with sprinklers can be decreased by up to 68 percent. This is because sprinklers contain fires at their location of origin almost 90 percent of the time. In fact, no firefighter has ever died fighting a fully involved structural fire when sprinklers were present. As a fire chief whose job it is to protect the lives of both the firefighters under my supervision and the potential victims of fire, this issue is very close to my heart. 
I truly hope that you will support this effort to incentivize the use of lifesaving technology by joining the 87 current co-sponsors of the bill.
