Prostate cancer is the most common non-skin cancer in America today.  Studies 
indicate 1 in 6 men will have problems with the prostate.  The older you are the 
more likely you are to be diagnosed.  Early screening can save your life! 
  
The purpose of screening for cancer is to detect the cancer  in its earliest stages 
before any symptoms have developed.  Screening for prostate cancer can be 
performed quickly and easily in a physician’s office using two tests: the PSA 
(prostate specific antigen) blood test and the digital rectal examination.
